Brigham Young University is a private institution sponsored by The Church of Jesus Christ ofdagtt®aints

(LDS). It originated from the Brigham Young Academygeadhers college founded in 1875. Although the Chur
did not directly sponsor the original academy, community and ecclesiastical leaders provided the fit
foundation of the institution for many years. In 1903 the academy became a university, ahdrttevis its direct
financial sponsor. Today the Church continues to provide the main financial support foraBY'delected Church
leaders are on the Board of Trustees. Active members of the Church contribute tithing (10% of income),
means that ach tithepaying member makes a significant financial contribution to the Church each year.

University recognizes this contribution by keeping tuition considerably lower than most other private univel
and the tithes of Church members pay alteotthirds of the cost of educating a student here. Students that are
